The back acres provide some of the most 

nutritional grasses for livestock.  The 

property is an historic patented mining 

claim, known as the Florence Lode. Old, 

abandoned gold mining shafts can be 

found on the property and what stories 

they could tell of the Gold Rush Days in 

this area.  There are productive mines in 

the neighborhood.. 

 

A Patented Mining Claim is one for 

which the Federal Government has passed 

its title to the claimant, making it private 

land.  A person may mine or remove 

minerals from a mining claim without a 

mineral patent.  However a mineral patent 

gives the owner exclusive title to locatable 

minerals.  It also gives the owner title to 

the surface and other resources.   

 

With a Patented Mining Claim, you own 

the Land as well as the minerals.  In order 

to be patented, significant mineral values 

were proven to exist on the property, or 

the patented status would not have been 

granted.  Depending upon when the Patent 

was granted, many local and federal laws 

do not apply to Patented Claims.  For all 

these reasons, Patented mining properties 

are preferred and command higher prices 

than mining claims.   

 

Known as the Florence Lode, this 

property is designated as a lode mining 

claim.  Deposits subject to lode claims 

include classic veins or lodes having well-

defined boundaries.  They also include 

other rock in-place bearing valuable 

minerals and may be broad zones of 

mineralized rock.  Examples would 

include quartz or other veins bearing gold 

or other metallic minerals and large 

volume but low-grade disseminated 

metallic deposits.   

 

BLM land borders the property on the 

North and West sides and across Bradley 

Creek Road.  Another mining claim 

borders to the south.  There are no 

covenants and no restrictions.  There is no 

county zoning and there are no 

subdivisions in the area.  This is the ―old‖ 

Montana. 

 

The property was split into two parcels— 

13.211-acres in Parcel A and 2.547 acres 

in Parcel B.  The purpose was to 

accommodate a commercial saw mill and 

flooring business run out of a shop on 

Parcel B.  There is a Right of Way Grant 

from BLM for access to this property.
